BARMULLOCH AND ITS PLACE IN GLASGOW

ABOUT BARMULLOCH

Barmulloch, at the northern aedge of Glasgow, is a housing estate built on land
that was farmland until the 1950, The people of Barmulloch have a strong sense
of local identity and a clear understanding of its extent. The area is defined by
Robroyston Park and the ME0, railway land and the high flats of Red Road to the
south, open space alang the line of the farmer railway in the Broomfield Road
area to the west and Wallacewsll Road as a boundary separating it from East
Balormock to the north.

JOCH COMMUNITY FUTURES

BARMULLOCH - THE SURROUNDING AREA AMD OUR PLACE IN THE CITY

Events and developments in neighbouring communities have a strong influence on
Barmullach’s future and new strategic developments and plans are important to take
inta consideration:

ME0 ‘Corridor’

Glaggow City Council’s City Plan 2 - the structure plan for the dity region - includes six
key regeneration areas, one of which is the MB{ strategic growth corridor - an area
that extends either side of the motorway frem the MEB Lo the city boundary beyond
Robroyston and considered an important "gateway” to Glasgow.

Red Road/Barmulloch Regeneration

At the heart of this, the Red Road / Barmulloch redevelopment is a GHA Priority Area.
& master plan for the area will see the eventual demalition of the landmark high flats
and their replacement with new housing and public buildings - this is already
urderway with new sccial housing being built on the ald demalition site behind
Barmullech Primary School.

Interestingly the City Plan also includes a proposal for a new station on the railway line
that is such a strong “edge” to the south of Barmulloch half a mile from the
Broamfield Read roundabout,

Community Growth Area

The area north and east of the Retail Park and across the MB0 has been designated as
the Robroyston / Millerston Community Growth Area. This is likely to include a further
2,000 houses and more development of community health and retail services around
the motorway junction.

East Balornock

Redevelopment of the housing stock in East Balormock.

Multi member ward 21

Formerly at the eastern limit of the greater Springlurn area, Barmulloch is now the
westarn-mast part of multi-member Ward 21 - Glasgow Maorth East — which extends to
the M73 and includes Easterhouse, Garthamlock and Prosanrmill.

Community Planning Area

Barmullach is within the Glasgow Morth East Local Community Planning Partnership
area, part of the Morth Area of Glasgow Community Planning Ltd. Barmullach will
have representatives on the Community Referance Group for the local area.
